Take the
Piccadilly Line (navy blue) to EARLS
COURT. At Earls Court change to the
District Line (green) for WIMBLEDON
(usually platforms 3 or 4). NB. Not all
District Line trains go to Wimbledon.
Check the sign at the front of the train.
From Wimbledon Station take a taxi to
your host family.

e Option 2: Take the ‘First Capitall
Connect’ direct train from St
Pancras to WIMBLEDON. There is a
direct train every 30 minutes. The
journey time is approximately 40
minutes. From Wimbledon station
takea taxi to your hostfamily.

Public Transport:

JUNCTION.Change at CLAPHAM
JUNCTION for a train to WIMBLEDON
(usually platform 11). All trains leaving
platform 11 stop at Wimbledon. From
Wimbledon Station take a taxi to your
host family; we recommend confirming
the price with the driver before you
board, or take the train to East
Croydon and change to tram.

Taxi: You can take a taxi from Gatwick
direct to your host family. From the
Arrivals Hall follow the GATWICKCARS
sign. Please check how much your
journey might be before getting in to
the taxi.
